Jesus said, “According to your faith will it be done to you” (Matthew 9:29 NIv). hat’s
an amazing statement. Jesus is saying that you get to choose how much God
blessesyourlife. Youget tochoose howmuch God usesyouin his plan forthe
world. How? “According toyour faith willitbe done toyou.” Faith is the key to

fulfilling God’swillinyourlife.

As we celebrate our 35th year at Saddleback Church, I am so excited about the
opportunities ahead of us to change the world for the glory of God. They are
absolutely mind boggling, but they will require daring faith.

When I think back about where we have come from, starting with just seven
people in a living room, I am so humbled and amazed. We had no money, no
land, no buildings, no members . . . but we did have faith that was willing

to risk everything for the glory of God. And now, 35 years later, when I look
at the thousands of lives that have been changed, I am overwhelmed with
gratitude to God and to all of you who have prayed and served and given

so faithfully and sacrificially. We have now baptized over 41,000 people

at Saddleback Church. We have campuses all over Southern California and
across the globe. We have over 7,000 small groups. And 20,000 of you have
taken PE ACE trips to every nation in the world. There is so much for us to

celebrate! And we're just getting started.

For the next six weeks, we will be looking back at what God has done and we’ll
be looking forward to what he is about to do. Why are we remembering the
past in this campaign? It’s because when we remember what God has done it
builds our faith for the future. It builds our confidence that he can do it again
through us. When we remember God’s faithfulness, we take new risks

in faith. Remembering prepares us for risking.

For 35 years, Saddleback Church has been all about riding waves. We don’t
create the waves. God does that. We just recognize the waves, catch them, and
ride them. And now as I look out on the horizon, I can see that we're about

to catch the biggest wave in our history. But for us to fulfill our destiny as a
church, it will require huge, courageous steps of faith. Daring faith! It will
require us to prioritize and to sacrifice. It will require us to get out of our

comfort zones and to move against our fears.







The most daring thing you can do in life is to live completely for Jesus Christ.
Today in America and most of the West, we’ve removed all the danger of
following Christ. We've made it safe, predictable, harmless, and innocuous.
We've made it bland and boring! Most Christians are afraid to live by their
faith. They're afraid to pray brave prayers, to share a brave witness, and to
take a brave stand for Jesus Christ in their ethics, their relationships, and
their business practices. But where there is no risk, there is no reward! Where
there is no faith, there are no miracles. Daring faith is the key to miracles in

your life.

Daring faith is when you live on the edge of faith, not in the shallows of safe
conformity. That’s when life becomes an adventure. Your finest hours in life
are when you boldly step up, step out, and take risks in Jesus’ name. That’s

when the hero in your heart shows up and everybody notices.

God wants us to be people with daring faith—faith that refuses to hide and
cower while the world goes to hell. He wants us to bravely follow our King,

Jesus Christ, into the future he has planned for us.

For the next six weeks, we’re going to talk about how to have daring faith

both in our personal lives and in our life together as a church. The Bible says
that without faith, it is impossible to please God. And what I want more than
anything else for my life, for your life, and for Saddleback Church is that we
would all live faith-filled lives that are pleasing to God. So for the next 40 days,
your faith is going to be challenged, deepened, stretched, and strengthened

like never before.

If you wait until after a prayer has been answered to thank God, that’s
gratitude, but it’s not faith. Faith is thanking God that the answer is already

on its way, even before you see it.

So sometimes he gives

you the ability to handle trials instead of removing them from your life.

The world was not worthy of them . . . These were all commended
for their faith, yet none of them received what had been promised.

DISCOVERY QUESTIONS

Please don'’t feel pressured to discuss every discovery question. It’s okay to

choose the questions that are right for your group. The point is not to race

through the session; the point is to take time to let God work in your lives.

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LIVING ON PURPOSE

This is where the rubber meets the road. We don’t want to be just hearers of
the Word. We also need to be doers of the Word (James 1:22). In his book, The
Purpose Driven® Life, Rick Warren identifies God’s five purposes for our lives.
They are worship, fellowship, discipleship, ministry, and evangelism. We will
focus on one or two of these five purposes in each session. These assignments
are application exercises that will help you put into practice the truths you

have discussed in the lesson.

Worship: Faith is thanking God that the answer is already on its way, even

before you see it. What do you need to begin thanking God for today?

Fellowship: Who do you know who needs to have their faith built up?

Why not invite them to join your group? It’s not too late.

PRAYER DIRECTION

If there are more than eight people in your group, we recommend that

you break into sub-groups of three or four people by gender. This will give
everyone ample time to share and pray together. If praying in a group is new
or uncomfortable for you, we encourage you to start by praying single sentence
prayers. Don’t worry about how fancy you sound. God isn’t looking for
eloquence. He just wants honesty. Talk to God like you talk to a friend. Give
everyone a chance to pray, but don’t insist on it. Over time, you will all feel

much more comfortable praying together.

« Pray for each other’s prayer requests. Be sure to record them on the Small
Group Prayer and Praise Report on page 75 of this study guide. Commit

to pray for each other’s requests every day this week.

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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY ONE
LET GOD EMPOWER YOURPURPOSE

I have learned the secret of living in every situation,
whether it is with a full stomach or empty, with plenty
or little. For I can do everything through Christ, who
gives me strength. PHILIPPIANS 4:12-13 (NLT)

You need more than positive thinking to live a life of faith. You need the power
of God. The Apostle Paul says it like this: “I have learned the secret of living
in every situation, whether it is with a full stomach or empty, with plenty

or little. For I can do everything through Christ, who gives me strength”
(Philippians 4:12—13 NLT).

In other words, you can do anything—with God’s help.

A man came to Jesus and asked him to heal his son. He said, “If you can do
anything, take pity on us and help us.” Jesus said, “If you can’? Everything
is possible for him who believes.” Immediately the boy’s father exclaimed,

“I do believe; help me overcome my unbelief!” (Mark 9:22—24 N1v). That’s one
of my favorite prayers in the Bible. It’s so honest! And that’s what God wants
from you in prayer—honesty. If you pray that prayer, “I do believe; help me
overcome my unbelief,” God will answer. He wants you to be strong in your

faith. He wants you to overcome your unbelief.

Faith means we believe that Jesus can do what we ask, and that with his help,

we can do what he asks us to do too.

Have you been trying to live life on your own power? If so, I guarantee you're
getting nowhere—at least on the things that really matter in life. You can read
all the motivational books in the world and still never make any progress
toward your dreams. You need the supernatural help of God to live a life of
faith. Surrendering your life to Jesus is the safest decision you’ll ever make. It
will teach you to trust God, and it will stretch your faith as you see that indeed

you “can do everything through Christ,” who gives you strength.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWO

FAITH COMES FROM HEARING
GOD’S WORD

Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the
word of God. ROMANS 10:17 (NKJV)

A gardener can plant the same kind of seed in three different locations and get
three different results. In one spot, she’ll get giant tomatoes. In another, she’ll
get small tomatoes. And in a third, she’ll get nothing. What’s the difference?
It’s not the seed, it’s the soil. The soil must be prepared for the seed.

The same is true when you hear God’s Word. It’s why you can take two people
to church, sit them side-by-side, and one will walk out thinking God really
spoke to him, while the other won’t get anything out of the service. The heart
of one person was prepared; the other’s heart wasn’t.

How can you prepare the soil of your heart for the Word? The Bible says,
“Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to become angry,
because human anger does not produce the righteousness that God desires.
Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly

accept the word planted in you, which can save you” (James 1:19—21 NIV).
For good reception, this passage teaches you to have four attitudes:

* You must be quiet. “Be quick to listen, slow to speak.” You can’t hear
God if you're doing all the talking.

* You must be calm. “Slow to become angry.” If you're frantic, you're
not going to hear God. The Bible says, “Be still, and know that I am God”
(Psalm 46:10 niv). My translation of that is: “Sit down and shut up.”

e Youmustbe clean. “Get rid of all moralfilth and evil.” Before you can
meet with God, you need to take out some emotional and spiritual garbage.
Get rid of the stuff that stinks in your life. You get rid of the garbage by
confessing your sin to God and agreeing with him that what you did

was wrong.

e Youmustbe humble. “Humbly accept thewordplantedin you.”Beready
to do whatever God tells you from his Word. A prideful attitude makes a
hard heart.

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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THREE

FAITHMEANSITRUSTINGOD’S
PROMISES

All these people earned a good reputation because of
their faith, yet none of them received all that God had
promised. For God had something better in mind for
us, so that they would not reach perfection without us.
HEBREWS 11:39-40 (NLT)

It’s not easy to live by faith. We live in a broken world. When God kicked
Adam out of Eden, he told Adam that life would be hard. And it is. There’s a
cosmic battle for your life going on both inside and outside of you. The weather
doesn’t work right. Our bodies don’t work right. Our relationships don’t work
right. You battle with your own sinful nature. You also battle against Satan
himself, who wants nothing more than to “steal, kill, and destroy.” And

sometimes it just gets to us. We just want to give up.

But in Hebrews 11, God urges us to hang on. God hasn’t forgotten us, and he
will fulfill his promises one day. He promises to give us a future and a hope
(Jeremiah 29:11). He promises to take away our tears (Revelation 7:17). And he

gives us many other promises throughout his Word.

Hebrews 11 mentions a variety of biblical heroes who demonstrated faith in
God’s promises: Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Moses, Gideon, Samson, and David,
just to name a few. Though they endured many difficulties, they kept going in

their spiritual journeys.

Then Hebrews 11:39—40 says, “All these people earned a good reputation
because of their faith, yet none of them received all that God had promised.
For God had something better in mind for us, so that they would not reach

perfection without us.”

When you feel like giving up, remember the heroes of the Bible and imitate
their faith. One day, your faith and theirs will be rewarded, and we will all

reach perfection together.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY FOUR
FAITHMEANS | REFUSE TO GIVE UP

Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a huge
crowd ofwitnessestothelifeoffaith... HEBREWS 12:1 (NLT)

What do you do when you feel like giving up? We all have those moments
when we just can’t see any light at the end of the tunnel. We've been struggling
with something—maybe a health issue, a broken relationship, financial
problems, or depression—and we start to wonder if we have the strength

to keep going.

If you find yourself at that point today, I want to share some encouragement
with you from Hebrews 12 and give you a powerful reason to keep on

keeping on.

Hebrews 11 is the “faith chapter” that tells us about great people of the faith:
Abraham, Moses, David, and many others. Their stories are sources of encour-
agement in and of themselves. But a phrase that starts off the first verse of the
next chapter is what I want to focus on. Hebrews 12:1 says, “Therefore, since

we are surrounded by such a huge crowd of witnesses to the life of faith . ..”

God is saying, “Don’t give up, because heaven is watching and cheering for

you.” That’s encouraging news!

You have an audience. Nothing you do is private. Nothing you have ever done
has been hidden from heaven. God sees it all. As Job says, “He sees everything
Ido and every step I take” (Job 31:4 TLB). And Jesus tells us, “Every hair on
your head has been counted” (Luke 12:7 Gw). God knows every detail of your
life. He watches every breath you take. There is nothing about you that he

doesn’t already know. And he loves you in spite of it all!

And it’s not just God who’s watching. Abraham, Jacob, Moses and all the
other saints are there as well. How is this encouraging? When you start to
get discouraged, remember that people who have gone through much worse
circumstances are watching to see how well you're enduring. And they’re

cheering you on from the grandstands of heaven!
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY FIVE
GRATITUDE BUILDS MY FAITH

Sink your roots in him and build on him. Be strength-
ened by the faith that you were taught, and overflow
with thanksgiving. COLOSSIANS 2:7 (Gw)

Anybody can thank God in good times. But if you can thank God even in the
bad times—when life doesn’t make sense and your prayers go unanswered—
your faith will grow stronger and your roots will go deeper. Gratitude helps
you remember the faith-lessons that God has already taught you. It helps you
“sink your roots in him and build on him,” and to “be strengthened by the

faith that you were taught.”

When the Old Testament prophet Habakkuk went through tough times, he
said, “Though the fig tree does not bud and there are no grapes on the vines,
though the olive crop fails and the fields produce no food, though there are no
sheep in the pen and no cattle in the stalls, yet I will rejoice in the Lord, I will
be joyful in God my Savior” (Habakkuk 3:17-18 N1v).

In the midst of his trouble, Habakkuk rejoiced. What was the cause of his
gratitude? “T will be joyful in God my Savior.” When everything else stinks in
life, you can be grateful because the Lord is your Savior. You can be thankful
to God just for being God. He has promised to see you through those tough
situations, and your faith will grow even stronger because of it. Just say, “God,
I know you’re in control. I know you love me, and I know you can bring good

out of this. I'm thankful that you're bigger than my problem.”

That is the ultimate test of the depth of your faith. Can you thank God when
life stinks? When you’re going through tough times, don’t look at what’s lost.
Look at what’s left, and be grateful for it!
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY SIX

GIVING TO GOD STRENGTHENS
MY FAITH

“Bring all the tithes into the storehouse. .. Ifyoudo,”
says the Lord of Heaven’s Armies, “I will open the
windows of heaven for you. I will pour out a blessing
so greatyouwon’t have enoughroomtotakeitin! Try
it! Putmetothetest!” MALACHI3:10 (NLT)

God uses finances to test your faith. Have you ever had to decide between pay-
ing a bill and tithing? You only have so much money—where is it going to go?
This is a test. God is saying, “Do you really believe that I can take care of your
bills? Or do you think you have to take care of them on your own?”

He says, “Bring all the tithes into the storehouse . . . If you do, I will open the
windows of heaven for you. I will pour out a blessing so great you won’t have
enough room to take it in! Try it! Put me to the test!” In essence, God is saying,
“I dare you! I dare you to see what I will do if you become a giving, generous

person. Tithe, and see what happens to your life.”

Did you know there are more promises in the Bible about giving than any
other subject? Jesus talked more about giving than he did about heaven and
hell combined. I believe this is because giving is the essence of being like
Jesus. In fact, the Bible says God is a giver: “God so loved the world that he
gave . ..” (John 3:16 niv).

When we give, it shows God that we trust him and believe his promises to

provide for us. Giving strengthens, stretches, and tests our faith.

Do you really believe God will take care of your bills? If you're struggling in
this area, ask God to help you in your unbelief. Then take a step of daring faith
and begin tithing. He wants to help you find the freedom in your finances

that only comes from trusting in him. As you pray about your financial needs,

write them down and then watch to see how God provides.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY SEVEN
FAITH = LOVE + TRUST + ACTION

If you love me, you will obey what I command.
JOHN 14:15 (NIv)

The word “obey” has a negative connotation today. We view obedience as a
forced, unwilling decision to do something we don’t want to do because we're

afraid of punishment. But that’s not the kind of obedience God wants from us.

Obedience is not about being afraid of God, but about being in a loving
relationship with God. As Jesus said in John 14:15, “If you love me, you will
obey what I command.” Obedience comes from knowing that God loves you

and loving him in return.

Out of love comes trust. If you know God loves you and you love him, then you

will trust what God is saying to you.

Then trust will lead to action. This is the essence of living by faith:
We believe God loves us and we love him back, we trust what he tells us,

and that leads us to live the way God wants us to live.

Love without action is just mere talk, and action without love is just

rote religion.

Think about the story of Joseph, the earthly father of Jesus. He wasn’t convinced
that Mary was telling the truth about how she became pregnant, but an angel
told Joseph to believe her. The baby would be the Savior of his people.

Joseph accepted the truth because of his relationship with God. He knew God
loved him, and he loved God. He trusted God and made the choice to do what
God asked him to do, even though he didn’t understand what was happening.
And that choice changed everything.

Think about this: In an instant, Joseph’s whole world was turned upside down.
Because he loved God, trusted God, and obeyed God, Joseph stepped into the
destiny that God had planned for him.

Faith = Love + Trust + Action. Do you love God? Do you trust him? Then take
action and do what he tells you to do.

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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY EIGHT
EXPECT THE BEST: GOD IS AT WORK

And we know that in all things God works for the good
of those who love him, who have been called according
to his purpose. ROMANS 8:28 (NIV)

Do you ever find yourself asking, “Why is life so hard?” Frustration is the
result of living in a world that is broken by sin. You can’t avoid suffering.
There will be pain. There will be days of doubt. And that’s exactly the time you
should expect the best from God, and declare in faith “that in all things God
works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to

his purpose” (Romans 8:28 N1V).

No matter how bad the situation may seem, the Bible says you can be sure God
is still in control and that God is working things out for your good. If you want

to expect the best from God, remember these four truths:

o The Holy Spirit is praying for you. “The Spirit himself speaks to God
for us, even begs God for us with deep feelings that words cannot explain”

(Romans 8:26 NCV).

* God uses everything for your good. “And we know that in all things
God works for the good of those who love him” (Romans 8:28 N1v). ‘God is
bigger than your enemies. He’s bigger than your critics. He’s bigger than

your problems. And he’s working it all for good in your life.

¢ God wants you to succeed. “If God is for us, who can ever be against
us?” (Romans 8:31 NLT). God wants you to succeed in all those areas where

you are failing. He’s pulling for you.

* God will give you what you need. “Since God did not spare even his
own Son but gave him up for us all, won’t God, who gave us Christ, also
give us everything else?” (Romans 8:32 NLT). God solved your biggest
problem when he paid for all your sins, including the sins you haven’t done
yet. If God cared enough to save you and give you the gift of eternal life,
don’t you think he cares about the problems in your daily life? If it’s big
enough to worry about, it’s big enough to pray about. And if you pray about

it, you won’t have to worry about it.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY NINE
EXPECT GOD TO ANSWER YOUR PRAYER

If you want to know what God wants you to do, ask
him, for he is always ready to give a bountiful supply
of wisdom to all who ask him . . . But when you ask
him, be sure that you really expect him to tell you . . .
Ifyou don't ask with faith, don’t expect the Lord to
giveyouany solid answer. JAMES 1:5-8(TLB)

God wants to direct you in life, but two things need to line up: You have to ask
the right person—God, and you have to ask with the right attitude—in faith,

expecting an answer.

Have you ever asked God for something but didn’t expect to get it? That’s why
you didn’t get it. God works in our lives according to faith. So many times we
say, “God, please guide me!” and we walk away not even waiting for guidance.
We just immediately start to work. We say, “God, I want you to give me
wisdom; help me make the right decision.” But we don’t really expect him to do
that. We think it all depends on us. But the Bible says, “When you ask him, be

sure that you really expect him to tell you” (James 1:6 TLB).

Wisdom is seeing life from God’s point of view. Wisdom is the ability to make
decisions the way God makes decisions. God has promised to give you wisdom,
if you will ask. “If you want to know what God wants you to do, ask him, for
he is always ready to give a bountiful supply of wisdom to all who ask him”

(James 1:5 TLB).

Think about this: God never makes a bad decision. He never makes a mistake.
He says if you trust him and listen to him, he will guide you. But you must ask
in faith. “If you don’t ask with faith, don’t expect the Lord to give you any solid

answer” (James 1:8 TLB).

Where do you need wisdom today? Ask God what you should do, and then
expect him to tell you. Give him time to answer your prayer.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TEN
WAITING FOR ANSWERED PRAYER

Because the Sovereign Lord helps me, I will not be
disgraced. Therefore, I have set my face like a stone,
determined to do his will. And I know that I will not be
put to shame. ISAIAH 50:7 (NLT)

When you pray, expect to hear from God. I can’t say it any simpler than that.
Expect that God will answer your prayer. This is where faith comes in.
You wait expectantly on God, “set like a stone, determined to do his will”

(Isaiah 50:7).

Waiting on God is never a waste of time. In fact, it is time well invested in

your life. It keeps you focused on God and living in light of eternity.

Hurry is the death of prayer. One reason you may not hear God speak to you
is that you don’t wait long enough. He wants you to care enough to listen. He
wants to be sure you are paying attention. And sometimes he has to wait for

you to calm down so that he can get a word in edgewise.
The Bible says there are three things to do as you wait:

o Wait quietly: Let all that I am wait quietly before God, for my hope

is in him (Psalm 62:5 NLT).

o Wait patiently: Be still in the presence of the Lord, and wait patiently
for him to act (Psalm 37:7 NLT).

» Wait expectantly: [ wait expectantly, trusting God to help, for he has
promised (Psalm 130:5 TLB).

When you pray, wait quietly, patiently, and expectantly to hear from God.
He promises you will not be disgraced or put to shame.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY ELEVEN

TRUST GOD TO USE YOUR PROBLEMS
FOR GOOD

We were crushed and overwhelmed beyond our ability
to endure, and we thought we would never live through
it. In fact, we expected to die. But as a result, we
stopped relying on ourselves and learned to rely only
on God, who raises the dead. 2 CORINTHIANS 1:8-9 (NLT)

None of us are exempt from suffering. We all experience loneliness, criticism,
discouragement, and mistreatment. Why does God allow these things to

happen to us? It’s because God is developing the character of Christ within us,
and in order to do that, he must take us through the circumstances in life that

he took Jesus through.

Did Jesus suffer? Was Jesus sometimes lonely? Was he tempted to be discour-
aged? Was he misunderstood, maligned, and criticized unjustly? Of course!
Does this mean God causes tragedies? No. God is good. He will not cause evil

or do evil. But God can use dark and stressful times for your good.

He'll use them to teach you to trust him: “We stopped relying on ourselves

and learned to rely only on God” (2 Corinthians 1:9).

He'll use them to show you how to help others: “He comforts us in all our
troubles so that we can comfort others. When they are troubled, we will be

able to give them the same comfort God has given us” (2 Corinthians 1:4 NLT).

And he’ll use them to draw you closer to other believers: “You are helping
us by praying for us . . . Many people will give thanks because God has

graciously answered so many prayers . .. ” (2 Corinthians 1:11).

So how can you expect the best from God when you’re going through

difficult times?
o In faith, refuse to be discouraged, knowing that God is for you.
o In faith, believe God is with you and working things out for your good.

o In faith, rely on God’s protection and guidance.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWELVE

EXPECTGOD TOHELPYOU
GROW SPIRITUALLY

Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the
proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not
giveup. GALATIANS 6:9 (NIv)

When you think about your walk with Jesus, some days you may wonder,
“Why is it taking so long to see progress? I'm still struggling with so many
problems. When will I finally get it right?”

Spiritual growth is like the growth we see in nature—the best fruit ripens
slowly. The problem is we tend to get impatient, so we dig up the seed to check
the progress of its growth, and that slows down the process! If you're not
seeing as much fruit as you'd like, don’t despair. Growth takes time. The Bible
says, “Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will

reap a harvest if we do not give up” (Galatians 6:9 NIV).

TRY THESE STEPS TOWARD SPIRITUAL GROWTH:

Nurture growth with God’s Word. When you read the promises of God
again and again, they build your faith and renew your certainty that fruit is
coming, even though you may not see it now: “Now faith is being sure of what

we hope for and certain of what we do not see” (Hebrews 11:1 NIV).

Cooperate with God as he prunes. Praise God for the work he’s doing in
your life, remembering that “he prunes the branches that do bear fruit so they

will produce even more” (John 15:2 NLT).

Pray through the “fruit list.” Pray through the list of the fruit of the
Spirit from Galatians 5:22—23. The NIV (New International Version) Bible
lists the fruit as “love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness and self-control.” Ask God to help you grow this fruit in your life.
Ask him if there is anything you are doing to hinder its growth.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTEEN

TRUST GOD FORASECOND (ORTHIRD
OR FOURTH) CHANCE

By faith we have been made acceptable to God.
And now, because of our Lord Jesus Christ, we live
at peace with God. ROMANS 5:1 (CEV)

Most of us could use a second chance. Sometimes even a third or fourth

chance. The Good News is that Jesus is all about second chances.

Jesus said, “T didn’t come to judge the world, but to save it” (John 12:47 N1V).
That means God doesn’t stand behind you and shake his head disapprovingly
when you blow it. You don’t need to feel ashamed about your past failures.

God isn’t ashamed of you.

Too many people go through life feeling guilty, judged, and criticized by God.
They have no desire to spend time with the critical god they’ve imagined in

their heads, the one they are sure is disappointed with them.

Tt takes faith to get past this false image and to believe that God loves you
unconditionally. The truth is, Jesus died in your place on the cross, and
through faith in him you are now completely acceptable to God. The Bible
says, “By faith we have been made acceptable to God. And now, because of

our Lord Jesus Christ, we live at peace with God” (Romans 5:1 CEV).

Are you at peace with God? God wants to give you his best, no matter how
many times you've failed in the past. The Bible says that, through Jesus, you
have complete access to God and his power in your life. You don’t have to wait
until you get your life together. You get all the amazing benefits of being a
child of God today!

Your life will be completely transformed if you become consistently aware of
God’s unconditional and never-ending love for you. Instead of letting your
past failures define you, my prayer is that you will fully understand God’s
great love for you. I pray that his love will give you the power to get up when

you fall down.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY FOURTEEN

HAVE YOU CLAIMED
YOUR INHERITANCE?

I commit you to God and to the word of his grace,
which can build you up and give you an inheritance
among all those who are sanctified. ACTS 20:32 (NIV)

You have an inheritance coming to you. It’s promised to you in the Word of

God’s grace.

Pretend your father is the richest man in the world. He dies and leaves you in
his will. You would be foolish if you never took the time to read the will. You
wouldn’t know what was rightfully due to you. You wouldn’t benefit from what

belongs to you as a child of the world’s wealthiest man.

When you become a follower of Jesus, you're not just a believer, you're a
belonger. You become a part of God’s family. Family privileges come along
with that decision. The Bible says, “Because we are united with Christ, we

have received an inheritance from God” (Ephesians 1:11 NLT).

But this inheritance doesn’t come to you when God dies—he’ll never die! It
comes to you when you're born again. The Bible says, “Praise be to the God
and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new
birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the
dead, and into an inheritance that can never perish, spoil or fade—kept in

heaven for you” (1 Peter 1:3—4 NI1V).

What is that inheritance? Part of it is the promises in God’s Word. But if you
lived your entire life and never took the time to learn the benefits that were
available to you as a child of God, that would be sad—and foolish. God wants

you to know what’s available to you from him.

It requires faith to receive your inheritance. You have to believe that God loves
you and accepts you as part of his family in Christ. You have to believe he will
fulfill his promises, and that your inheritance is real, not just some empty
words to make you feel good when things seem bad. Get into the Word. Find
out what is rightfully yours. And then in faith, expect the best from God.

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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY FIFTEEN
RELYING ON GOD REQUIRES FAITH

Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on
your own understanding; in all your ways acknowledge
him, and he will make your paths straight. PROVERBS 3:5-6 (NIV)

When you lean on something, you trust that it will hold you up. When you
lean on the Lord, you are saying, “I have faith that God is strong enough to

hold me up.”

God told Joshua, “No one will be able to defeat you all your life. Just as I was
with Moses so I will be with you. I will not leave you or forget you” (Joshua 1:5
Ncv). And God says that to you too. As long as Joshua leaned on God, he was
undefeatable. Joshua accomplished the impossible because he was depending
on the Lord.

Who or what are you leaning on for strength? Are you leaning on the approval
of other people? That is a very shaky foundation. People are going to let you
down. Nobody can hold you up all the time. Eventually, they’re going to get tired
and you’re going to get dropped.

You can’t even trust in yourself. Have you noticed how often you let yourself
down? You make promises to yourself all the time that you don’t keep. So what

can you do?

“Trust in the Lorda with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding;
in all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths straight”
(Proverbs 3:5—6 N1v). Leaning on the Lord can be scary. Sometimes it’s
uncomfortable. It can make you worry, “Is God going to come through?

Is he going to hold me up?”

That’s why it requires faith to lean on the Lord. You have to believe he has your
best interest at heart. You have to trust him even when you don’t understand,

and you have to move forward convinced that he will make your paths straight.

When you do this, you will discover that “no eye has seen, no ear has heard,
and no mind has imagined what God has prepared for those who love him”
(1 Corinthians 2:9 NLT).
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY SIXTEEN
LET GO OF YOURDOUBT

“Be bold and strong! Banish fear and doubt!
For remember, the Lord your God is with you
wherever you go.” JOSHUA 1:9 (TLB)

Doubt will cause you to miss God’s best. James 1:6 (TEV) says, “Whoever doubts
is like a wave in the sea that is driven and blown about by the wind.” When you

doubt, you let your circumstances control you.
There are two things that rob your confidence and cause doubt.

o Comparing yourself to others causes doubt. 2 Corinthians 10:12 says
that people who compare themselves to other people are foolish. You should
never compare yourself to anybody else because you are unique. God made you
to be you; he doesn’t want you to be somebody else. Most people start off in

life as originals and end up as carbon copies—and poor carbon copies at that!

God says not to compare yourself for two reasons: You'll either find somebody
who’s doing a better job than you, and you’ll get discouraged, or you’ll find
somebody who is doing a poorer job than you, and you will be filled with

pride. Don’t compare yourself. You are unique, so you are incomparable!

» Past failures cause doubt. You might think that because of certain things
in your past, God could never use you. Have you ever read the Bible? The
spiritual leaders of the Bible did not exactly have stellar records. Moses was a
murderer. David was an adulterer and a murderer. Abraham gave his wife
away—twice! Jacob stole the family inheritance from his brother. Paul was a
religious terrorist. Peter was a hard driving, hard drinking, hard living
fisherman—a salty sea dog! And he probably cussed like one, too. God uses
people with checkered pasts because none of us are perfect. God uses average,
ordinary, dysfunctional people. If God only used perfect people, nothing

would get done in this world.

Believe the Bible when it says that God has a purpose for your life, and that even
before you were born he had a plan to use you for ministry. So “be bold and
strong! Banish fear and doubt! For remember, the Lord your God is with you

wherever you go” (Joshua 1:9 TLB).
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY SEVENTEEN

STAY FAITHFUL WHEN OTHERS
DOUBT YOU

“Everyone assembled here will know that the
Lord rescues his people, but not with sword and
spear. This is the Lord’s battle, and he will give
youtous!” 1 SAMUEL 17:47 (NLT)

When God gives you a dream, don’t be surprised when people try to hold you
back—sometimes even the people who love you the most.

David faced four giants before he got to Goliath. They weren’t physical giants,
but they were giants in his mind. You're going to face these giants too.

The first giant was delay. In David’s case, his dad held him back. Even after the
Prophet Samuel anointed David as king, Jesse told David to get back to tending
sheep! No dream is fulfilled instantly. God gives you the dream one day, but he
doesn’t fulfill it the next day. It may be years before you see the fulfillment of

your life dream. There is always a waiting period.

The second giant was discouragement. Goliath created a climate of fear in Israel.
Everybody was convinced they were going to lose the battle. But David rose up
in faith and said to Goliath, “This is the Lord’s battle, and he will give you to us”

(1 Samuel 17:47 NLT)! Who are you listening to who says it can’t be done?

The third giant was disapproval. David’s brother questioned his motives and
disapproved of him going after Goliath. When God gives you a dream that other
people are afraid of and you go for it anyway, you will be misjudged, maligned,
and misunderstood. You have to decide what matters more to you—the approval

of other people or the approval of God.

The fourth giant was doubt. There was no greater expert on war than King Saul.
He told David he was crazy for thinking he could fight a warrior like Goliath.
Are you doubting yourself because some “expert” is saying you can’t do it, even

though God says you can?

When you face delays, discouragement, disapproval and doubt, hold on to this

promise: “This is the Lord’s battle, and he will give you to us!” (1 Samuel 17:47)
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY EIGHTEEN

BECOMING APERSON OF
GREAT FAITH

“You come against me with sword and spear and
Jjavelin, but I come against you in the name of the Lord
Almighty . . . This day the Lord will hand you over to
me . . . and the whole world will know that there is a
God in Israel.” 1 SAMUEL 17:45-46 (NIV)

How do you face the fears that keep you from becoming the believer God

wants you to be? If you want to be a person of great faith, do what David did.

Remember how God has helped you in the past. In 1 Samuel 17:37 (NLT),
David said, “The Lord who rescued me from the claws of the lion and the bear
will rescue me from this Philistine!” When you remember how God has helped

you in the past, it gives you confidence and greater faith for the future.

Use the tools God gives you. King Saul tried to give David his own armor,
but it didn’t fit. Instead, David “picked up five smooth stones from a stream
and put them into his shepherd’s bag. Then, armed only with his shepherd’s
staff and sling, he started across the valley to fight the Philistine” (1 Samuel

17:39—40 NLT).

Don’t wait for something you don’t have—money, education, or connections—
before you step out in faith. Use the tools God has already given you to face

your giants with confidence.

ExpectGodtohelpyouforhisglory. David stormedthebattlefield,
shouting, “You come against me with sword and spear andjavelin, but I
come against you in the name of the Lord Almighty . . . This day the Lord
will hand you over to me. . . and the whole world will know that thereis a

GodinIsrael”(1Samuel 17:45—46N1V).

What God calls you to do, he will enable and empower you to do. Follow
David’s example: remember how God has helped you in the past, use the

tools God gives you, and expect God to help you for his glory.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY NINETEEN
STEP FORWARD IN FAITH

For our life is a matter of faith, not of sight.
2CORINTHIANS 5:7 (TEV)

Are you waiting for God to do something? Has it occurred to you that maybe
God is waiting for you to do something first? Throughout the Bible we see an
important truth: The Holy Spirit releases his power the moment you take a
step of faith.

When God says go, he doesn’t mean stop. When he says now, he doesn’t mean
later. God told Joshua to cross the Jordan River when it was at flood stage. He
didn’t tell him to wait until the torrent had subsided. That’s typical of God. He

tests your faith when things look overwhelming.

When Joshua faced an impassible barrier, the floodwaters of the Jordan River
receded only after the leaders stepped into the rushing current in obedience
and faith. “As soon as the priests who carried the ark reached the Jordan

and their feet touched the water’s edge, the water from upstream stopped
flowing . .. The whole nation completed the crossing on dry ground”

(Joshua 3:15—17 NIV).

What should you do when you know something is God’s will but you’re scared
to death to do it? Do it anyway. Faith is about taking the first step. God waits
for you to act first. Don’t wait to feel powerful or confident. Move ahead in
your weakness. Do the right thing in spite of your fears and feelings. The Bible
says, “For our life is a matter of faith, not of sight” (2 Corinthians 5:7 TEV).

This is how you cooperate with the Holy Spirit.

Obedience unlocks God’s power. Daring faith is the key to miracles.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY
LISTEN TO GOD, NOT TO YOURDOUBTS

It was by faith that Noah built a large boat to save his
family from the flood. He obeyed God, who warned him
about things that had never happened before. HEBREWS 11:7 (NLT)

The moment you take a step of faith related to your finances, family, career, or
spiritual growth—the moment you set any kind of goal—there will be people who
say, “Who do you think you are? It can’t be done, forget about it!” They might be
critics and cynics in the community. They might even be your friends and family.
But the biggest doubts will come from the way you talk to yourself. You are the
most influential doubter in your life. The question is whose voice are you going

to listen to?

Faith means listening to God’s voice and not the voices of doubt, no matter who

they belong to.

Just imagine all the doubters in Noah’s life. How would you like to be Noah’s
next-door-neighbor? “That guy Noah, he thinks God speaks to him, but he’s just
ruining all of our property values by building that boat in his front yard.” And
imagine the pressure Noah got from his own family: “Why can’t you just get a

normal job? Everybody thinks we’re weird!”

The Bible tells us that Noah listened to God. And what did he hear? “God
warned him about things that had never happened before” (Hebrews 11:7 NLT),
things that no one had ever seen or imagined. There had never been a flood. In
fact, there had never even been rain. The Bible tells us the earth was watered by

a mist that came up from the ground (Genesis 2:6).

Noah could have easily doubted himself. He could have dismissed God’s voice as a
bad pizza from the night before. He could have second guessed God’s instructions:

“I'm not so sure about this flood. But maybe I'll invent the umbrella, just in case.”

Noah didn'’t listen to the voices of doubt from without or within. In faith, Noah

followed God’s instructions.

Has God told you to do something you have never done before? Do what Noah

did. Step out in faith. Listen to God, not to your doubts.

DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-ONE

WHEN GOD IS NEAR, YOU LOSE YOUR
FEAR

Noah was a righteous man . . . he walked in close
fellowship with God. GENESIS 6:9 (NLT)

Noah built the ark in faith. “He obeyed God, who warned him about things
that had never happened before” (Hebrews 11:7 NLT). How could Noah believe
the things that had never happened before would actually take place? He

believed because he knew how to hear from God.

Do you want to hear from God? You can’t hear God with the TV on. You can’t
hear God when you are listening to your iPod or the radio. You can’t hear God
when your mind is filled with a thousand distractions. You have to get alone
with God and be quiet. The Bible says, “Be still, and know that I am God!”
(Psalm 46:10 NIV).

Just sit quietly with your Bible, and pray, “God, is there anything you want to

say to me?” Then read God’s Word and talk to him about what’s on your heart.

You hear God by getting near God. The Bible calls this “walking in close
fellowship with God” (Genesis 6:9). When you walk with God you must go

in his direction and at his pace, not your own.

Whatistheresult ofwalking with God? Youfear nothing. The Psalmist said,
“The Lord is my shepherd . . . Even though I walk through the valley of the
shadow of death, I will fear no evil” (Psalm 23:1—4 N1v). Why does he fear
noevil? Because the Shepherdisleading him. When God is near, youlose

your fear.

Are you fearful about your future or your finances? Are you fearful about your
marriage or your health? “Draw near to God and he will draw near to you”
(James 4:8 NKJV). The more your life is filled with the love of God, the less
fear you will have in your life. Love and fear cannot operate in the same heart

at the same time. “Perfect love casts out fear” (1 John 4:18 NKJV).

If you want the blessing
of God on your life, you must take the initiative and obey God immediately.

Delayed obedience is disobedience.

e Obey God

Partial obedience is disobedience.

Lord, you gave your orders to be obeyed completely. PSALM 119:4 (NCV)

Your job is not to decide whether [God’s] law is right or wrong,
buttoobeyit. JAMES 4:11 (TLB)

The oldest temptation is not lust, lying, or gluttony. It is the temptation to
doubt God’s Word. Every sin starts with doubt.

Trust God from the bottom of your heart; don't try to figure out
everything on your own. PROVERBS 3:5 (MSG)

e Obey God
Obey him gladly. PSALM 100:2 (TLB)

ITenjoy obeying your commands. PSALM 119:47 (NcV)
Loving God means doing what he tells us to do.1 JOHN 5:3 (TLB)

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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-TWO
DARING FAITH IS GENEROUS

The generous will prosper; those who refresh others
will themselves be refreshed. PROVERBS 11:25 (NLT)

People with daring faith are generous even when they don’t have anything to
give. Anybody can be generous when they have a surplus. I can be generous
with my time when I have extra time. I can be generous with my money when I
have extra money. I can be generous with my energy when I have extra energy
to spend. It’s when I don’t have enough time for me, enough money for me, or
enough energy for me that God says, “This is a test. 'm watching you to see if
you are faithful. Will you be generous, and will you trust me? Will you take me
at my word when I promise, “The generous will prosper; those who refresh

others will themselves be refreshed” (Proverbs 11:25 NLT)?
Here are five principles in which God will test you and then bless you:

* God gives to generous people. Why does God want you to be

generous? Because he wants you to be like him, and God is a giver.

¢ Obeying God’s vision will bring God’s provision. If you do what
God tells you to do, God will bring along the resources you need at the

right time. When he gives you the vision he will give you the provision.

« When you do all that God tells you to do, he does what you can’t
do. God often asks you to do the impossible to stretch your faith. When you

give what little you have, God multiples it and makes up for what is lacking.

« When you have a need, sow a seed. Whatever you need in your life,

sow it as a seed, and it will come back to you.

e There is always a delay between sowing and reaping. There is a
season between planting and harvesting. What’s going on in the delay?
It’s a test of your faith. Will you be faithful to give when you have little?
Will you keep on doing the right thing? Do what God wants you to do, no

matter the cost, and then see what God does.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-THREE

OF GRATITUDE

You will be made rich in every way so that you can be
generous on every occasion . . . your generosity will
result in thanksgiving to God. 2 CORINTHIANS 9:11 (NIV)

What an amazing promise! God makes you rich in every way so you can be
generous on every occasion, which will result in thanksgiving to God.

You give because you're grateful, and your gift makes others grateful too.

God doesn’t bless you so you can be greedy. He blesses you so you can be
generous. He gives to you so that he can give through you. He wants you to
experience the blessing of generosity. Jesus said, “More blessings come from

giving than from receiving” (Acts 20:35 CEV).

When you give, God gives back to you so that you can give more away, and he
can give more back to you, and on and on and on. God doesn’t give you things
so you can pile them up. He wants you to be a river, not a reservoir. When
you let go of what’s in your hand, your hand is now ready to receive greater

blessings from God.

God gives to you based on your attitude. That’s why it’s so important to live
with an attitude of gratitude. The Bible says, “This service that you perform is
not only supplying the needs of God’s people but is also overflowing in many
expressions of thanks to God” (2 Corinthians 9:12 N1v). When you give, you
are performing a service. When you give, you are God’s source of blessing to

someone else.

To serve and to give are the same thing. They are expressions of love to
God and to people. You can serve without loving, but you can’t love without

serving. You can give without loving, but you can’t love without giving.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-FOUR

GOD IS WAITING FORYOUTO
PLANTASEED

“Unless a kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies,
it remains only a single seed. But if it dies, it produces
many seeds.”JOHN 12:24 (NIV)

What does a farmer do with a barren field that’s producing no income? He
doesn’t complain about it. He doesn’t worry about it. He doesn’t even need to
pray about it. He just goes out and plants some seed. He knows that nothing is

going to grow until the seed is in the ground.

Everything in life starts as a seed—a life, a relationship, a business, even a

church. And nothing happens until the seed is planted.

Are you waiting on God for a windfall? God says, “I'm waiting for you to plant
a seed.” Why does God require us to plant a seed? Because sowing seed is an
act of faith. Planting is participating with God’s process of fruitfulness. When
you sow seed, you take what you have and give it away. That takes faith! And it

brings glory to God.

Jesus described this principle of sowing and reaping when he explained why
he came to earth to die on the cross. Jesus said, “Unless a kernel of wheat falls
to the ground and dies, it remains only a single seed. But if it dies, it produces
many seeds” (John 12:24 N1v). Jesus was saying, “Millions of people will be
saved and go to heaven because of my death and resurrection. I'm going to

plant a seed, and the seed is my life.”

Here is the principle of sowing and reaping: Whatever you need, plant a seed.
If you need more time, give more time to your kids. If you need more money,
give more money to someone who needs it. If you need more wisdom, share
the wisdom you have with others. Whatever you need, plant a seed. Give

yourself away!

It may not make sense to give away something that you need more of, but that
is exactly the attitude that God wants to bless, and it will produce fruit in
your life. When you have a need, don’t gripe about it, don’t wish about it, don’t

worry about it—just plant a seed!
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-FIVE

PLANTTODAY, THENBEPATIENTFOR
THE HARVEST

Those who plant in tears will harvest with shouts of
joy. They weep as they go to plant their seed, but they
sing as they return with the harvest. PSALM 126:5-6 (NLT)

The time to start planting is now. I talk to people all the time who say, “One

of these days, I'm going to . . .” They’re going to serve more when they retire.
They’re going to give more when they get a raise. Whatever it is they’re going
to do more of, they’re going do it “one of these days.” But “one of these days”

becomes none of these days.

Don’t wait for things to get better; start planting seeds now. Why? Because

the sooner you plant, the sooner you will enjoy the harvest.

But the harvest will not come according to your timetable. There’s always a
delay between sowing and reaping. You plant in one season, and harvest in
another. You have to be patient and not give up! The Bible says, “Let us not
become tired of doing good; for if we do not give up, the time will come when
we will reap the harvest” (Galatians 6:9 GNT). The results will come, but they

will come slowly and as part of a process.

What should you do in the meantime? Forget about last year’s crop failure.

Instead, focus on the long-term harvest in your life.

What loss have you been grieving over? Maybe you’ve lost a loved one. Maybe
you've lost your health. Maybe you've lost your job, or your savings, or your
retirement. Maybe you've lost your dream. Mourning is ok; moaning is not.
Instead of moaning, you need to plant a seed, because nothing grows until

a seed is planted. Whatever you need more of, you need to give away. Don’t
wait for “one of these days.” Today is the day to plant the seed. The Bible says,
“Those who plant in tears will harvest with shouts of joy. They weep as they
go to plant their seed, but they sing as they return with the harvest” (Psalm
126:5—6 NLT).
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-SIX

SHOW YOUR FAITH THROUGH
GENEROSITY

Be generous: Invest in acts of charity. Charity yields
high returns. Don'’t hoard your goods; spread them
around. Be a blessing to others. ECCLESIASTES 11:1-2 (MSG)

God wants you to use some of your money to help people in need. God didn’t
put you on this earth to live for yourself. He blesses you so that you can bless

others. This is all part of God making you more like himself.

Everything you have in life is because of God’s generosity. You wouldn’t have
anything—you wouldn’t even be alive—if it weren’t for God’s generosity. Even
your ability to create wealth is a gift from God. “Remember the Lord your
God, for it is he who gives you the ability to produce wealth” (Deuteronomy

8:18 N1Iv). God is generous, and he wants you to be generous like he is.

Imagine your father is a billionaire, and he wants to share his fortune with
you. But he knows you need to be tested first to see if you will be able to handle
it. So he gives you a set amount of money and says, “I want you to learn to live
on less so you can use the rest to help others. I'm going to be watching you to
see how you manage and distribute my resources. If you do well, I'm going to

will it all to you.” How will you use that money?

God especially wants youtobe generous with the poor. Throughout the Bible,
God tellsusheis watching howwe help the poor, and he attaches tremendous
promises if we do so. For example: “Give to the poor and you will never be in
need. Ifyou closeyoureyes to the poor, many will curse you”(Proverbs 28:27
TEV). “When you give to the poor, it is like lending to the Lord, and the Lord will
pay you back” (Proverbs 19:17 TEV).

You are blessed to be a blessing. The more you help others, the more God
blesses you. He gives to you so you can give to others. Why? Because God

wants you to be like him, and God is a giver!

DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-SEVEN

THE BEST FINANCIAL INVESTMENT YOU
CAN MAKE

Tell them to use their money to do good. They should
be rich in good works and generous to those in need,
always being ready to share with others. By doing
this they will be storing up their treasure as a good
foundation for the future so that they may experience
truelife. 1TIMOTHY 6:18-19(NLT)

Jesus told us to store up our treasures in heaven (Matthew 6:20—21). How can
we do this? In one of his most misunderstood statements, Jesus said, “T tell
you, use worldly wealth to gain friends for yourselves, so that when it is

gone, you will be welcomed into eternal dwellings” (Luke 16:9 NIV).

Jesus did not mean for you to “buy” friends with money. What he meant was

that you should use the money God gives you to bring people to Christ.

You've probably heard the expression, “You can’t take it with you.” But the
Bible says you can send it on ahead. How? By investing in people who are
going there. They will be friends for eternity who will welcome you when you
get to heaven. It’s the best financial investment you’ll ever make! Imagine
being greeted in heaven by someone who says, “I'm here because you gave the
time, the money, and the effort to help me hear the gospel. If it weren’t for you,

I might not be here.” Is anybody going to be in heaven because of you?

When you use your money to buy a Bible for somebody who doesn’t have one,
you are storing up treasure in heaven. When you use your money to share the
Good News around the world, you are storing up treasure in heaven. When
you use your money to help build a church, you are storing up treasure in
heaven. That is the highest and best use of your money, and the return on your
investment will be endlessly rewarding. “By doing this [you] will be storing up
real treasure for [yourself] in heaven—it is the only safe investment for
eternity! And [you] will be living a fruitful Christian life down here as well”
(1 Timothy 6:19 TLB).
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-EIGHT

THE PROMISE, PURPOSE, PLACE, AND
DAY FOR TITHING

The purpose of tithing is to teach you always to put God
firstin your lives. DEUTERONOMY 14:23 (TLB)

Give God first place in whatever you want him to bless. If you want God to bless
your home, put him first in your home. If you want God to bless your business,
put him first in your business. If you want God to bless your finances, put him

first in your finances.

The word tithe means ten percent. Tithing is giving the first ten percent of your
income back to God. Here are four verses that explain the promise, the purpose,

the place, and the day for tithing.

o The Promise: “Honor the Lord by giving him the first part of all your
income, and he will fill your barns with wheat and barley and overflow
your wine vats with the finest wines” (Proverbs 3:9—10 TLB). God promises
that if you honor him with the first part of your income, he will bless

you financially.

o The Purpose: “The purpose of tithing is to teach you always to put God
first in your lives” (Deuteronomy 14:23 TLB). God doesn’t need your money,

but he wants what it represents—your heart. He wants you to trust him.

¢ The Place: “Bring to the storehouse a full tenth of what youearn. ..
Test me in this,” says the Lord All-Powerful. T will open the windows of
heaven for you and pour out all the blessings you need”” (Malachi 3:10 Ncv).
The storehouse is the place where you worship God. Giving to a relief
organization or to someone in need is charity, but it is not tithing.

Tithing is an act of worship, given in the place of worship.

e The Day: “On every Lord’s Day each of you should put aside something
from what you have earned during the week, and use it for this offering”
(1 Corinthians 16:2 TLB). When are you supposed to tithe? You tithe on the
day you worship. By giving God the first part of your income on the first day
of the week, you are saying to him, “You are number one in my life.” Then

watch how God blesses and uses you, and honors his promise in your life.

Wise people think before they act. They do all they can to fully understand the
risk they are about to take.

“Getthefacts at any price.”PROVERBS 23:23 (TLB)

The facts may be scary, but there is nothing more frightening than ignorance.

¢ The Principle of : Count the Cost.

Don’t begin until you count the cost. For who would begin construction
of a building without first getting estimates . . . Or what king would ever
dream of going to war without first sitting down with his counselors
and discussing whether his army of 10,000 is strong enough to defeat

the20,000 menwhoaremarching againsthim? LUKE 14:28,31(TLB)

Know what you have. Know what you need. Know what you are trusting God

for. Every decision has a price tag.

¢ The Principle of : Plan Your Steps.

You have to think about what you are doing and where you are going. God gave

you a brain because he meant for you to use it.

A prudent man gives thought to his steps. PROVERBS 14:15 (NIV)
Weshouldmake plans—counting on Godtodirectus.”PROVERBS 16:9(TLB)

Prayer and preparation go together. As you pray, plan. And as you plan, pray,

asking God to direct you. The prepared life is an effective life.

¢ The Principle of : Announce Your Goal.

What you should say is this: “If the Lord is willing, we will live and do
thisorthat.” JAMES 4:15(TEV)

Goals are statements of faith. When you announce your goal it builds your

faith and holds you accountable to other people.
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e The Principle of : Let Go and Leap Out.

When I am afraid, I will put my confidence in you. Yes, I will trust the
promises of God. PSALM 56:3 (TLB)

Courage is not the absence of fear. Courage is moving ahead in spite of your fear.

“T have the strength to face all conditions by the power that Christ gives
me. PHILIPPIANS 4:13 (TEV)

¢ The Key to Daring Faith: .

Then the Lord said to Moses, “Quit praying and get the people moving!
Forward, march!” EXODUS 14:15(TLB)

Can you imagine God saying such a thing? “Quit praying and get moving!”
People often use prayer as an excuse to procrastinate. But there comes a time
when you must stop talking about it and thinking about it and praying about it,

and just do something about it.

« Evangelism: Jesus said, “You will be my witnesses” (Acts 1:8 NIv). A witness
simply tells others what he has seen, heard, and experienced. Who do you
know that needs to hear what you have seen, heard, and experienced in your
walk with Christ? Share their name with your group. Are you afraid to share

your faith with them? What could happen if you moved against your fear?
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« Worship: The Bible says, “With God’s power working in us, God can do
much, much more than anything we can ask or imagine” (Ephesians 3:20
NCV). As you are praying about your gift for the Daring Faith offering, move
against fear and give by faith. Dare to ask God what he wants to give
through you, and then do what he tells you to do. (Please keep your gift
amount confidential.) This is the biggest challenge we have ever taken on
at Saddleback Church. And it is the greatest opportunity we have ever had
to not only touch our neighbors, but to exponentially expand the reach of
our mission across the planet.

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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY TWENTY-NINE

LOOKFORGOD’S PROMISE TO MOVE
FORWARD IN FAITH

TI've banked your promises in the vault of
my heart. PSALM 119:11 (MSG)

There are over seven thousand promises in the Bible. They're like blank
checks, signed by God, waiting for you to cash. I hope you are memorizing
each of the weekly memory verses in this study guide, because you need to
get some of God’s promises stored up in your mind and heart. When you start
to doubt, when you start to feel discouraged or depressed, the Holy Spirit

can bring these promises to your memory. The Bible says, “I've banked your

promises in the vault of my heart” (Psalm 119:11 MSG).

When you tell God that you want to be used for his purposes, he promises you

three things that are all found in Joshua chapter one.

¢ God promises to give you strength: “No one will be able to stand
against you” (Joshua 1:5 N1v). In other words, when God asks you to
do something, he will give you the power to do it. Where God guides,

he provides.

¢ God promises to give you success: “You will be successful” (Joshua
1:7 TLB). God does not promise to make you successful at whatever you
want to do; he promises you will be successful at what he wants you to do.
If you want to be a success in life, it’s real simple: start doing what God

made you to do.

¢ God promises to support you: “[I] will be with you wherever you go”

(Joshua 1:9 N1v). God’s work done God’s way will not lack God’s support.

There are so many more promises for you in the Bible, but you have to discover
them. The Bible says, “Always remember what is written in [this book]. Study
it day and night to be sure to obey everything that is written there. If you do
this, you will be wise and successful in everything” (Joshua 1:8 Ncv). That is

quite a promise!
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY
REPLACE YOUR FEARS WITH FAITH

From such terrible dangers of death he saved us, and
will save us; and we have placed our hope in him that
hewillsaveus again. 2CORINTHIANS 1:10(TEV)

Fear is a choice. God is watching over you. He knows everything you are going
through, and he is not afraid of the outcome of any hardship or trial you are
facing. If God is not afraid, you don’t have to be afraid either. Trust God, and

don’t give in to your fears.

When the Apostle Paul was facing certain death, he said, “This happened so
that we should rely, not on ourselves, but only on God, who raises the dead.
From such terrible dangers of death he saved us, and will save us; and we
have placed our hope in him that he will save us again” (2 Corinthians 1:9-10
TEV). Paul had the right perspective. He made the right choice. He replaced his
fears with faith.

God’s promise to believers is that, no matter what happens, “in all things God
works for the good of those who love him” (Romans 8:28 N1v). It doesn’t say
all things are good, but that they are working together for good.

That means you can stop listening to your fears. There is no difficulty,
dilemma, defeat, or disaster in your life that God cannot ultimately use for

your good and for his glory. There is no need to fear the future.

Your fears reveal where you do not trust God. Today, make a list of your fears,
and ask God to help you identify why you have fear in those areas. Then ask

him to help you replace your fears with faith.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY-ONE

FAITH IS MORE THAN BELIEVING: TAKE
THE NEXT STEP

And Jesus said to him, “Go; your faith has made you
well.” Immediately he regained his sight and began
following Him on theroad. MARK 10:52 (NASB)

I don’t know what your next step of faith is, but I do know this: You have
one. God will never be finished taking you deeper in faith. There is always

a next step.

If you don’t take the next step, you'll get stuck in a rut—and the only difference
between a grave and a rut is the length. If you don’t move forward in faith,
your heart will grow cold, and you will feel more distant from God. He isn’t
going to help you with step three, four, and five until you take step one. If
you're asking God to help you with something, he’s asking you, “Why haven’t
you done what I've already told you to do?” You may have “been aiming to”

do something. Stop aiming and pull the trigger.

In Mark chapter ten, Jesus healed a blind man named Bartimaeus. Before
Bartimaeus met Jesus, he was sitting beside the road. After he received his
sight from the Lord, he “began following [Him] on the road” (Mark 10:52
NASB). Which of those two phrases describes your life: sitting beside the road

or following Jesus on the road?
There is only one way to follow Jesus on the road: Take the next step.

Faith is more than believing. Faith is more than thinking, talking, or having
convictions about Jesus. Faith is action. It is movement. It is activity. Faith is
something you do. In fact, the Bible says, “If people say they have faith, but
do nothing, their faith is worth nothing” (James 2:14 NCV).

What “next step” will you take today to move forward in faith?
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY-TWO
DARE TO SELL OUT

The eyes of the Lord search the whole earth in order to
strengthen those whose hearts are fully committed to
him. 2 CHRONICLES 16:9 (NLT)

The Bible tells us three things about the importance of daring faith.

¢ Godislookingforfaithful people.Godisactivelysearchingfor
peoplewho are sold out to his purposes, so that he can bless them. The
Bible says, “The eyes of the Lord search the whole earth in order to
strengthenthosewhoseheartsarefully committedtohim”(2Chronicles
16:9NLT). This has been one of mylife verses. I'velearned that if you make
yourselfusable, God will wear you out. If you get bless-able, he will bless

your socks off! God is looking for faithful people that he can use.

¢ Faithful people are hard to find. The Bible says, “Everyone talks
about how loyal and faithful he is, but just try to find someone who really
is!” (Proverbs 20:6 TEV). A lot of people talk the talk. They say they believe
in God, but when things get tough in their finances, or their health, or
their job, instead of seeking God, they doubt God—or they blame him for
their troubles. The Bible says, “God looks down from heaven on the entire
human race; he looks to see if anyone is truly wise, if anyone seeks God”

(Psalm 53:2 NLT).

o Faithfulness is the key to blessing and victory. The Bible says,
“A faithful man will have many blessings” (Proverbs 28:20 HCSB). I want
your life to have many blessings. But in order for you to be blessed, you

have to learn faithfulness.

The Bible says, “Every child of God defeats this evil world, and we
achieve this victory through our faith. And who can win this battle
against the world? Only those who believe that Jesus is the Son of God”
(1John 5:4—5 NLT).

If you stay faithful to the Lord, he will strengthen your heart and use your life

for his purposes.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY-THREE
CHOOSE HOPE

Yet hope returns when I remember this one thing: The
Lord’s unfailing love and mercy still continue, fresh as
the morning, as sure as the sunrise. The Lord is all I

have,andsoin himIput my hope. LAMENTATIONS 3:21-24(TEV)

Pain is a natural part of life. We can’t escape it. Broken relationships, missed
opportunities, and rough seasons will always be with us. When they come, you

can either become bitter or hopeful. The choice is yours.

Jeremiah faced the same choice. When hisworld came apart, the prophet
wrotethebook of Lamentationstosharehishonest frustrations with God. But
hedidn’tsettlein hisbitterness. After sharing hisbitter feelings, hewrote,
“Yet hope returns when I remember this one thing: The Lord’s unfailing love
andmercy still continue, fresh as themorning, as sure as the sunrise. The
Lordis all T have, and so in him I put my hope” (Lamentations 3:21—24 TEV).

Inthemidstofaterriblesituation,Jeremiah changedhisperspective.

It’s healthy and good to be honest with God about your feelings, but eventually
you have to change your perspective. As long as your mind is on your pain,

you won'’t solve anything. Instead, like Jeremiah, you need to recognize God’s
unfailing love and mercy for you. No matter what the problem, no matter

how much anger you've spewed at God, he still loves you, and that will

never change.

The longer you focus on what depresses you, the longer your depression will
last. Bitterness keeps you caught in your own pain. Jeremiah gives us a
simple cure for bitterness: In the midst of a depressing tirade, he says,

“Yet hope returns ...”

How can you have hope even in your darkest days? By remembering that “the
Lord’s unfailing love and mercy still continue.” You can count on that! God’s
mercies are as “fresh as the morning” and “as sure as the sunrise.” He is all

you need. And, no matter what, you can put your hope in him.

You'll never know that God is all you need until he’s all you have. Are you

there yet? There’s no better place to be.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY-FOUR
HOW TO SET A FAITH GOAL

I know that I have not yet reached that goal, but there
is one thing I always do. Forgetting the past and
straining toward what is ahead, I keep trying to reach
the goal and get the prize for which God called me
through Christ to the life above. PHILIPPIANS 3:13-14 (NCV)

You exercise faith by setting goals. Goals are statements of faith by which you
say, “I believe God wants me to accomplish something by a certain date.” If
you don’t have a date, it’s not a goal, it’s just a wish, a dream, a desire. Wishes
are a dime a dozen. The only thing that will change your life is setting a goal.

You have to wake up from the dream and go to work!
A “FAITH” goal has five characteristics:

¢ Focused: That means it is specific. If you use the words “more” or “less,”
it’s not a focused goal. “I want to be more like Jesus,” or “I want to weigh
less” are not goals because you can’t measure them. A goal must be
specific. For example, “I will have a quiet time for five minutes every day
for the next month,” or “I will lose five pounds in thirty days.” Those are
FAITH goals.

o Attainable: It must be possible and practical. If you set an unrealistic
goal, it’s just going to discourage you. If you say, “I'm going to pray three
hours a day,” you're setting yourself up for failure. Set a goal that stretches

you without breaking you, and then trust God to help you stretch.

¢ Individual: That means it’s personal. You cannot set goals for other

people, because you can’t control them. You can only set goals for yourself.

e Trackable: Trackable goals can be measured and verified. Your goal

needs a deadline. Without a date, it’s not a goal.

o Heartfelt: You'll never reach a passionless goal. If you don’t have a deep

desire to do it, don’t set it.

Goals will give life to the dreams you've given up for dead. Take a look at the

dreams you’ve given up on. Add a goal, and see what God can do.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY-FIVE
DARING FAITH HAS BIG DREAMS

Now glory be to God, who by his mighty power

at work within us is able to do far more than we
would ever dare to ask or even dream of—infinitely
beyond our highest prayers, desires, thoughts,

or hopes. EPHESIANS 3:20 (TLB)

Dreaming is an act of faith. God gave you the ability to create and to imagine,
but nothing happens in your life until you start dreaming. So how do you get

God’s dream for your life? You do three things:

¢ Dare to ask God for it. The Bible says, “Now glory be to God, who by
his mighty power at work within us is able to do far more than we would
ever dare to ask or even dream of—infinitely beyond our highest prayers,
desires, thoughts, or hopes” (Ephesians 3:20 TLB). If you want God’s dream
for your life, you must dare to ask him what he wants you to do. Then ask
yourself, “What would I attempt for God if I knew I couldn’t fail?” Let that

expand your vision.

* Believe God’s promises. The Bible says, “I am the Lo, the God of all
the peoples of the world. Is anything too hard for me?” (Jeremiah 32:27
NLT). Never let an impossible situation intimidate you. Let it motivate you
to pray more, believe more, trust more, experience more, learn more, and

grow more. Faith always works in the realm of the impossible.

e Dream big. “Ask of me, and I will make the nations your inheritance,
the ends of the earth your possession” (Psalm 2:8 N1v). Let the size of your
God determine the size of your goal. You haven’t really believed God until
you've attempted something that can’t be done in the power of the flesh.
God’s dream for you will be a perfect match for your God-given SHAPE:
your spiritual gifts, heart, abilities, personality, and experiences. But
it will be impossible to achieve without “his mighty power at work

within you.”

Dream great dreams for God. It’s the first step in your walk of faith.

DECISION-MAKING IS A
FAITH-BUILDING ACTIVITY

But when you pray, you must believe and not doubt
at all. Whoever doubts is like a wave in the sea that is
driven and blown about by the wind. If you are like
that, unable to make up your mind and undecided in
all you do, you must not think that you will receive
anything fromthe Lord. JAMES 1:6-8 (TEV)

Nothing is going to happen to your dream until you wake up and put it into
action. You have to make the decision: “I'm going to go for it!” For every ten
dreamers in the world, there is only one decision maker. Most people have
dreams but they never get to this step—making the decision to trust God and

step out in faith. And then they wonder why their dreams are not fulfilled.

James says, “But when you pray, you must believe and not doubt at all.
Whoever doubts is like a wave in the sea that is driven and blown about by
the wind. If you are like that, unable to make up your mind and undecided in
all you do, you must not think that you will receive anything from the Lord”

(James 1:6—8 TEV).

Faith is a verb. It’s active and not passive. Faith is not just something you
believe, it’s something you do. You have to make up your mind and step up

your pace.
Decision making is a faith-building activity that requires two things:

¢ You must decide to invest your time, money, reputation, and
energy. You lay it all on the line; you take the plunge. You say, “God,
you’ve told me to do this and I'm going to be faithful to do it!”

e You have to let go of security. You cannot move forward in faith
and hold onto the past at the same time. In other words, if you want to

walk on water, you have to get out of the boat.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY-SEVEN
FAITH, NOT FEELINGS, PLEASES GOD

“Naked I came from my mother’s womb, and naked
T will depart. The Lord gave and the Lord has taken
away; may thenameofthe Lord be praised.” JOB 1:21 (NIV)

When you are a baby Christian, God gives you a lot of confirming emotions,
and often answers the most immature, self-centered prayers—so you’ll know

he exists. But as you grow in faith, he will wean you of these dependencies.

God wants you to sense his presence, but he’s more concerned that you trust
him than that you feel him. Faith, not feelings, pleases God. The Bible says,
“Without faith it is impossible to please God” (Hebrews 11:6 N1V).

The situations that will stretch your faith most will be those times when life
falls apart and God seems nowhere to be found. This happened to Job. On a
single day he lost everything—his family, his business, his health, and every-
thing he owned. Most discouraging for Job was that for thirty-seven chapters
of the Bible, God said nothing!

How do you trust God when he is silent? How do you stay connected in a crisis
without communication? How do you praise God when you don’t understand
what’s happening in your life? How do you keep your eyes on Jesus when
they’re full of tears? You do what Job did: “He fell to the ground in worship
and said, ‘Naked I came from my mother’s womb, and naked I will depart.
The Lord gave and the Lord has taken away; may the name of the Lord be

praised” (Job 1:21 NIV).

Tell God exactly how you feel. Pour out your heart to God. Unload every
emotion that you're feeling. Job did this when he said, “T can’t be quiet! I am

angry and bitter. I have to speak” (Job 7:11 TEV).

Never be afraid to tell God what’s on your mind. He can handle your doubt,

anger, fear, grief, confusion, and questions. And he’ll never stop loving you.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY THIRTY-EIGHT

EVERY DIFFICULTY IS FOR YOUR
DEVELOPMENT

For our light and momentary troubles are achieving
for us an eternal glory that far outweighs them all.
2 CORINTHIANS 4:47 ()

When we go through difficulties in life, the first thing we try to do is blame
somebody else. But it doesn’t matter where your problem came from—God
still has a purpose for it in your life. Even when you do something stupid, God
can use it. Even when other people hurt you intentionally, he can use it. Even

when the devil plans bad things for your life, God can bring good out of it.

God’s purpose is greater than your problem and your pain. God has a plan!
You need to look past the temporary pain and look instead at the long-term

benefit in your life.

The Bible says, “We can rejoice, too, when we run into problems and trials,
for we know that . . . they help us learn to be patient. And patience develops
strength of character in us and helps us trust God more each time we use it

until finally our hope and faith are strong and steady” (Romans 5:3—4 TLB).

What is the purpose of your problems and difficulties? God wants you to learn
something. Every storm is a school. Every trial is a teacher. Every experience

is an education. Every difficulty is for your development.

Most of us are slow learners. If you don’t learn something the first time, God
will bring it up again in your life. It will come back, because God is more
interested in your character than he is in your comfort. He is more interested

in making you like Christ than he is in making things easy for you.

You might be facing a major difficulty right now: an illness, a financial
problem, or strain in a relationship. Does God have a message for you while
you're going through your difficulty? Absolutely. God is saying to you, “Don’t
give up. Grow up.” “Let patience have its perfect work, that you may be

perfect and complete, lacking nothing” (James 1:4 NKJV).

GODISINCONTROLINYOUR
DEAD END

Abraham believed in the God who brings the
dead back to life and who creates new things out
of nothing. ROMANS 4:17 (NLT)

There are certain dead-end words in life: cancer, divorce, bankruptcy,
infertility, and unemployment, to name a few. How do you know when

you're at a dead end? You know it when things get out of your control.

When you're at a dead end and you’re waiting for deliverance, you need to
remember this: The situation may be out of your control, but it’s not out of
God’s control. When you face a dead end, don’t focus on what you can’t do.

Focus instead on what God can do.

There are two things God can do that you can’t do: He can “bring the dead
back to life and create new things out of nothing” (Romans 4:17 NLT). If God
can give life to a dead man, he can bring life to a dead career. He can bring life
to a dead marriage. He can bring life to a dead dream. He can bring life to a

financial dead end.

When you face things that are out of your control, you need something more
than a positive mental attitude. You need faith in God, because he can control
things when you can’t. Most of life is beyond your control, so you need faith far

more than you need positive thinking.

The Bible says, “What is impossible with men is possible with God”
(Luke 18:27 N1v). God turns crucifixions into resurrections. He specializes
in the impossible. It’s called “miracles,” and he can do one in your life!

God is ready to turn your dead end into deliverance.
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DAILY DEVOTIONS: DAY FORTY
SEIZE THE MOMENT!

Be careful how you act; these are difficult days. Don’t
be fools; be wise: make the most of every opportunity
you have for doing good. EPHESIANS 5:15-16 (TLB)

Everyone has a dream, but most dreams never come true. It’s not that we aren’t
smart enough, or outgoing enough, or even spiritual enough. Usually, our dreams

don’t come true because we’re unwilling to take the necessary risks to reach them.

The Bible shares a sad one-sentence commentary about a king who failed to
achieve an important ambition in his life: “[King] Jehoshaphat built a fleet
of trading ships to go to Ophir for gold, but they never set sail—they were
wrecked at Ezion Geber” (1 Kings 22:48 N1V).

While it’s a tragedy for your ship to never come in, it’s a greater tragedy to build
a ship and never set sail. Imagine the energy and money expended by King
Jehoshaphat. He built an entire fleet of ships to go after the gold, but not one
of them set sail. Evidently a storm came up while they were in the harbor, and

slammed the ships against the rocks. They were all destroyed.

Some people spend their whole lives waiting for their ship to come in. But God
isn’t waiting for your ship to come in. He’s waiting for you to sail your ship out
of the harbor.

I know a man who for thirty years had a dream of starting a ministry, but he
never took the risk to do anything about his dream. He never got his ship out

of the harbor. Eventually, the man died—and so did his dream.

The Bible’s antidote to that kind of tragic procrastination is as simple as an
overdone catchphrase but excruciatingly difficult to apply at times: Just do it!
The Bible says, “Be careful how you act; these are difficult days. Don'’t be fools;
be wise: make the most of every opportunity you have for doing good”

(Ephesians 5:15—16 TLB).

The Bible urges us to seize the moment and act now. To live a life with
unfulfilled dreams is a tragedy. Ships aren’t made for the harbor. They’re

made to set sail.
